Each floor is equipped with a dining room and laundry room (fees 

required) for common use. 

Vacuum cleaners and irons are available for rent.

Facilities: Shower & bath, toilet, washstand, kitchen with microwave oven, 

air-conditioner, bed, desk, chair, bookshelf, refrigerator, washer dryer,  

 intercom, etc. 

(TV, computer, and Internet service are not provided.) 

ii) Common space: Lounges (each floor), music room, art room, multi-purpose room, etc. 

 

(3) Residence Hall C for Couples and Families (11 floors above ground and 1 basement floor; steel-

reinforced concrete {SRC} structure; 110 residential units) 

i) Residential units: 2LDK (80 m2)  

Facilities: Bath, toilet, washstand, kitchen with microwave oven, air-conditioner, 

bed, sofa, dining table, chair, bookshelf, refrigerator, washer dryer,  

intercom, study room, etc.

reinforced concrete {SRC} structure; 56 residential units)
