Application for Scholarships Requiring University

Recommendation for MEXT Scholarship Students

Japanese Government (MEXT) Scholarship students who are enrolled in a regular degree
program and wish to apply for scholarships requiring a nomination from the University during
the 2026 academic year must submit the required documents by the deadline below.

This applies to scholarships with a limited number of nominees, including temporary learning
incentive grants.

The University will review all applications and decide the nomination order. When the
University receives scholarship information from private foundations or other organizations,
eligible students will generally be contacted based on this order.

Please note that most private scholarships expected to be available this academic year are
intended for privately financed international students. Therefore, the number of scholarships
available to Japanese Government Scholarship students is expected to be very limited.

In addition, many scholarships are expected to cover the period from April 2027 to March 2028.
In principle, applicants must be enrolled at the University throughout the scholarship period.

Please keep these points in mind before applying.

1. Eligibility
Applicants must meet all of the following conditions:
e Be a Japanese Government (MEXT) Scholarship student enrolled at this university
e Be a regular (degree-seeking) student (non-regular students such as research students,
special auditing students, special research students, and credited auditors are not eligible)

e Hold a “Student” status of residence

2. Required Documents
(All documents must be A4 size, printed single-sided. Do not staple.)
@ Scholarship Application Form for University Recommendation (Form 1)
@ Curriculum Vitae (Form 2)
@ List of Research Achievements (Form 3)
2% If you have no achievements, write “None” and submit.
@ Research Plan and Progress Report (Form 4)
2% Undergraduate students should provide their study plan.

Undergraduate students: Undergraduate transcript (not required for first-year students)
Master’s (first year): Undergraduate transcript
Master’s (second year): Master’s transcript

Doctoral students: Transcripts from both master’s and doctoral programs

@ Copy of Residence Card (both sides)

Students who plan to renew their Residence Card must resubmit a copy after renewal.

Not required for students currently on leave and residing overseas.

Certificates of Japanese and/or English language proficiency issued by external

organizations (if available)

2% Some scholarships require language proficiency certificates for application.

For this selection process, a video screening will be conducted instead of an interview.

Please record a video of yourself covering the following topics and upload it to the URL below.

Please include your name, student ID number, department or major, and year of study.

3. Your future study and research plan

Record the video in landscape orientation.

Submit the video as one file.

The file format must be MP4 or MOV.

The file size must not exceed 500 MB.

Do not use or show presentation materials, charts, slides, or other supporting materials in
the video.

Please make sure that your face is clearly visible and your voice can be clearly heard.
