6-2. VISITING ACADEMIC PERSONNEL

The University welcomes visiting professors and researchers under the various official programs sponsored by the Japan
Society for the Promotion of Science (JSPS), the Association of International Education, Japan (AIEJ), and other
internationally authorized funding agencies and provides them with research facilities.

Former Monbukagakusho scholars, who are actively working as researchers or are in the field of education, can qualify for
the Follow-Up Research Program by AIEJ. The purpose of the program is to give former students the opportunity to return
to their dma mater to refresh and "follow up" on their research and to engage in further study. AIEJ screens the applicants
for the program on the recommendation of their sponsoring Japanese university. The period of the grant is usually 3 months.

Under the agreement between the University and the Japan International Cooperation Agency (JICA), the University also
accepts research participants under JICA's sponsorship. They should be college graduates or their equivalent from
developing countries whom the University will be responsible for on behaf of JCA. The University will consider
applications made through JICA.

Other private visiting academic personnel may be accepted for one month to one year, by submitting an application to the
President of the University together with the prescribed documents. All visitors will be provided with every possible

convenience for research and/or education at the University, but they must pay their own transportation and living expenses.
